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A basic course onsmaterials seience™din' | tfe'is deseribed as  a minor for
physics, engineering, and other science majors. It is composed of basic
introduction of materials science, descriptions on common materials (metal,
ceramic, polymer and etc) in applications of glass, battery, and computer.
The recent scientific achievement on the basis of material science is also
highlighted in this course.
